Bemis Bath Shoppe, which originally opened for business 12 years ago as Bemis Home and Garden, reopened their doors recently after a three-month renovation to reveal a stylish shop offering their signature toilet seats, as well as numerous bath accessories and products. Since opening the doors on November 20, 2007, the Bath Shoppe has impressed a steady flow of customers with the results of the makeover.

“When planning the redesign, we wanted to enhance the space and open it up, while maintaining a style that reflects the business,” said Lori Zeier, Bemis Bath Shoppe manager. The result is a two-story space that serves as a showcase of company products as well as a retail store. A portion of the second floor is devoted to a conference room for corporate meetings. 

The revamped showroom displays several unique elements: nine vignettes highlight the design flexibility of various seats in household bathroom settings, including a kids’ bathroom, a family bath and a high-end master bath, featuring a slow-closing seat and a working display of the Harmony model. A second working display is located near the barrier free vignette highlighting the Purite’ spa toilet seat.

“These vignettes are a stunning example of just how much can be done with toilet seats. It’s important to see products in a setting in which they would be used and how they complement a bathroom’s decor,” said Zeier. “It showcases the different models and hopefully inspires customers and provides them with bathroom decorating ideas. For a kid’s bath, they may choose a whimsically-designed seat, or even a slow close seat to eliminate pinched fingers and slamming. For a family bath, a seat with an Easy•Clean™ hinge is a great option.”
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The walls also serve to display the seats in an artistic manner—of the 94 color choices that Bemis offers, 74 are on display in a wall of color. Others are presented in entertaining layouts, such as swirls, stripes, and bubbles. About 150 seats are on display and hundreds more in stock, including hard-to-find colors, sizes, and shapes. Accompanying the product displays is a bit of history—photographs and a TV monitor playing a DVD chronicling the 100-plus-year history of the company.

With a phase out in the production of previous products, such as gardenware, lawn furniture, humidifiers and rain gutters, Bemis wanted to create a shop centered around their core bathroom product. In addition to the toilet seats, the Bath Shoppe carries other specialty bath, body and cleaning products. Thymes brand soaps, lotions, bubble bath and bath salts are available for purchase, as well as the aromatic, environmentally friendly Caldrea cleaning supplies. Also for sale are towels, shower curtains, kids bath toys and fun women’s loungewear, including pajamas, slippers, and robes. 


Shopping for a toilet seat in this boutique-like environment has not only made it a fun experience for customers, but also helps Bemis show their products in an effective way. “The showroom environment really exhibits just how much of a design impact a seat can have. With so many seats on display, we can easily help customers make purchases by guiding them through style, color and function options,” Zeier said. “The showroom is almost like a lab—it helps us learn about our customers and provides insight as to what they want and need.”

Customers searching for the perfect toilet seat or fun bath accessory can visit the shop from 9 a.m. to 5 p.m. Monday through Wednesday, from 9 a.m. to 6 p.m. Thursday and Friday, and from 9 a.m. to 3 p.m. on Saturday. The shop is closed Sundays. For more information call 920-467-1314.
